Discussion / History: in 2019, RCD in Partnership with Fire Safe Council succesfully secured funding for our
project, Saving San Diego’s Last Mixed Conifer Forest. This project is a collaborative approach to active fuels
reduction and reforestation of roughly 1,575 acres on Palomar Mountain. Partners include Cleveland National
Forest, Pauma Band of Mission Indians, Cal Tech Observatory, and Palomar Land and Cattle, with support from
the NRCS Forester, Tanner Environmental for wildlife surveying and many others. There are multiple sustainable
benefits to this work that include: improving forest health, wildlife habitat, increased carbon storage, and
community protection. The project was funded through the CAL FIRE Forest Health program, and the first phase
of this project will be completed by March 2024.

We have planned phase two of this project and are asking for approval to apply for a funding opportunity
through CAL FIRE Forest Health. Phase two will build on the success of the first phase and include members of
the Palomar Collaborative group, with similar treatment types a phase one, in additional treatment areas. We
will revise our MOU with Upper San Luis Rey RCD and seek approval from LAFCO to manage this work in Palomar
Mountain, if awarded, which is outside of our district boundary.

Financial Impact: The total grant funds requested have not been finalized, the total budget will be
between S5M - $5.5M. FSC/ RCD would have some staff time budgeted, as well as a 12% indirect cost rate on
contractual implementation.

Recommendation to Board: Staff recommends that the Board adopt resolution 2023-02.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE RESOURCE CONSERVATION DISTRICT OF GREATER
SAN DIEGO TO AUTHORIZE SUBMISSION OF GRANT APPLICATION TO CAL FIRE FOREST HEALTH
PROGRAM IN PARTNERSHIP WITH FIRE SAFE COUNCIL OF SAN DIEGO COUNTY

WHEREAS, it is a vital component to the continued efficiency and operations of the Resource Conservation
District of Greater San Diego County in partnership with the Fire Safe Council to apply for funding to maintain
programs and capacity to address the immediate need for implementation of forest health and fuels reduction,

AND WHEREAS, CAL FIRE is providing funding through the California Climate Investments (CCl) Forest Health
Grant Program, that proactively restores forest health to reduce greenhouse gases, protect upper watersheds
where the state’s water supply originates, promote the long-term storage of carbon in forest trees and soils,
minimize the loss of forest carbon from large, intense wildfires, and further the goals of the California Global
Warming Solutions Act of 2006 (AB 32),

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the RCD Board of Directors authorizes the submittal of a grant
application to CAL FIRE for the Healthy Forest Grant Program for the project: Saving San Diego’s Last Mixed
Conifer Forest Phase 2.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the RCD Executive Director or designee is hereby authorized and empowered
to execute in the name of the RCD on all grant application documents.
